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Palm & Passion Sunday 

The Liturgy of  the Palms  
When circumstances permit, the congregation may gather at a place apart from the 
church, so that all may go into the church in procession. 
The branches of  palm or of  other trees or shrubs to be carried in the procession may 
be distributed to the people before the service, or after the prayer of  blessing.  
The following anthem is said, the People standing 
Celebrant  Blessed is the King who comes in the name of  the Lord. 
People   Peace in heaven and glory in the highest. 
Celebrant  Let us pray. 

Assist us mercifully with your help, O Lord God of  our salvation, 
that we may enter with joy upon the contemplation of  those 
mighty acts, whereby you have given us life and immortality; 
through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 

The Reading: Matthew 21:1-11 
When they had come near Jerusalem and had reached Bethphage, 
at the Mount of  Olives, Jesus sent two disciples, saying to them, 
“Go into the village ahead of  you, and immediately you will find a 
donkey tied, and a colt with her; untie them and bring them to me. 
If  anyone says anything to you, just say this, ‘The Lord needs 
them.’ And he will send them immediately.” This took place to ful-
fill what had been spoken through the prophet, saying, “Tell the 
daughter of  Zion, Look, your king is coming to you, humble, and 
mounted on a donkey, and on a colt, the foal of  a donkey.” The 
disciples went and did as Jesus had directed them; they brought 
the donkey and the colt, and put their cloaks on them, and he sat 
on them. A very large crowd spread their cloaks on the road, and 
others cut branches from the trees and spread them on the road. 
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 The crowds that went ahead of  him and that followed were shout-
ing, “Hosanna to the Son of  David! Blessed is the one who comes 
in the name of  the Lord! Hosanna in the highest heaven!” When 
he entered Jerusalem, the whole city was in turmoil, asking, “Who 
is this?” The crowds were saying, “This is the prophet Jesus from 
Nazareth in Galilee.” 

The Celebrant then says the following blessing 
Celebrant   The Lord be with you.  
People    And also with you.  
Celebrant   Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.  
People    It is right to give him thanks and praise. 

The Blessing of  the Palms 
It is right to praise you, Almighty God, for the acts of  love by which 
you have redeemed us through your Son Jesus Christ our Lord. On this 
day he entered the holy city of  Jerusalem in triumph, and was pro-
claimed as King of  kings by those who spread their garments and 
branches of  palm along his way. Let these branches be for us signs of  
his victory, and grant that we who bear them in his name may ever hail 
him as our King, and follow him in the way that leads to eternal life; 
who lives and reigns in glory with you and the Holy Spirit, now and for 
ever. Amen.  
The following or some other suitable anthem may then be sung or said  
Celebrant   Blessed is he who comes in the name of  the Lord. 
People    Hosanna in the highest.  

The Procession  
Deacon  Let us go forth in peace.  
People  In the name of  Christ. Amen. 
During the procession, all hold branches in their hands and sing the following hymn 
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 The Procession Hymn: H154, All glory, laud, and honor 

When the Celebrant enters the sanctuary, the following Collect is said 
Almighty God, whose most dear Son went not up to joy but first he 
suffered pain, and entered not into glory before he as crucified: Merci-
fully grant that we, walking in the way of  the cross, may find it none 
other than the way of  life and peace; through Jesus Christ our Lord. 
Amen. 
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 The Word of  God 
Celebrant   Bless the Lord who forgiveth all our sins.  
People    His mercy endureth for ever. 
All kneeling as able 
The Collect of  the Day 
Celebrant   The Lord be with you. 
People   And with thy spirit. 
Celebrant   Let us pray. 

Almighty and ever-living God, who, of  thy tender love towards 
mankind, hast sent thy Son our Savior Jesus Christ to take upon 
him our flesh, and to suffer death upon the cross, that all mankind 
should follow the example of  his great humility: Mercifully grant 
that we may both follow the example of  his patience, and also be 
made partakers of  his resurrection; through the same Jesus Christ 
our Lord, who liveth and reigneth with thee and the Holy Spirit, 
one God, for ever and ever. Amen. 

The People sit.  

The First Lesson: Isaiah 45:21-25 

Reader   A Reading from the prophet Isaiah. 
Declare and present your case; let them take counsel together! 
Who told this long ago? Who declared it of  old? Was it not I, the 
LORD? There is no other god besides me, a righteous God and a 
Savior; there is no one besides me. Turn to me and be saved, all 
the ends of  the earth! For I am God, and there is no other. By 
myself  I have sworn, from my mouth has gone forth in 
righteousness a word that shall not return: “To me every knee 
shall bow, every tongue shall swear.” Only in the LORD, it shall be 
said of  me, are righteousness and strength; all who were incensed 
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 against him shall come to him and be ashamed. In the LORD all 
the offspring of  Israel shall triumph and glory. 

After the Reading, the Reader may say  
 The Word of  the Lord. 

People     Thanks be to God. 
Silence may follow.  

The Psalm: 22:1-11 
My God, my God, why have you forsaken me? * 
  and are so far from my cry 
  and from the words of  my distress? 
O my God, I cry in the daytime, but you do not answer; * 
  by night as well, but I find no rest. 
Yet you are the Holy One, * 
  enthroned upon the praises of  Israel. 
Our forefathers put their trust in you; * 
  they trusted, and you delivered them. 
They cried out to you and were delivered; * 
  they trusted in you and were not put to shame. 
But as for me, I am a worm and no man, * 
 scorned by all and despised by the people. 
All who see me laugh me to scorn; * 
 they curl their lips and wag their heads, saying, 
“He trusted in the LORD; let him deliver him; * 
  let him rescue him, if  he delights in him.” 
Yet you are he who took me out of  the womb, * 
  and kept me safe upon my mother’s breast. 
I have been entrusted to you ever since I was born; * 
  you were my God when I was still in my mother’s womb. 
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The Sequence Hymn: H164, Alone thou goest 

Be not far from me, for trouble is near, * 
  and there is none to help.  

The Second Lesson: Philippians 2:5-11 
Reader  A Reading from Paul’s letter to the Philippians. 

Let the same mind be in you that was in Christ Jesus, who, though 
he was in the form of  God, did not regard equality with God as 
something to be exploited, but emptied himself, taking the form 
of  a slave, being born in human likeness. And being found in hu-
man form, he humbled himself  and became obedient to the point 
of  death—even death on a cross. Therefore God also highly exalt-
ed him and gave him the name that is above every name, so that at 
the name of  Jesus every knee should bend, in heaven and on earth 
and under the earth, and every tongue should confess that Jesus 
Christ is Lord, to the glory of  God the Father. 

After the Reading, the Reader may say 
 The Word of  the Lord. 

People   Thanks be to God.

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Receive these our prayers which we offer unto thy divine Majesty, be-
seeching thee to inspire continually the Universal Church with the spirit 
of  truth, unity, and concord; and grant that all those who do confess 
thy holy Name may agree in the truth of  thy holy Word, and live in uni-
ty and godly love. 

Hear us, good Lord. 
Give grace, O heavenly Father, to all bishops and other ministers, espe-
cially Sarah, Archbishop of  Canterbury, Sean, our Presiding Bishop, and 
Poulson, our Bishop, that they may, both by their life and doctrine, set 
forth thy true and lively Word, and rightly and duly administer thy holy 
Sacraments. 

Hear us, good Lord. 
And to all thy people give thy heavenly grace, and especially to this con-
gregation here present; that, with meek heart and due reverence, they 
may hear and receive thy holy Word, truly serving thee in holiness and 
righteousness all the days of  their life. 

Hear us, good Lord. 
We beseech thee also so to rule the hearts of  those who bear the au-
thority of  government in this and every land, especially Donald, our 
President, Kevin, our Governor, and Monroe, our Mayor, that they may 
be led to wise decisions and right actions for the welfare and peace of  
the world. 

Hear us, good Lord. 
Open, O Lord, the eyes of  all people to behold thy gracious hand in all 
thy works, that, rejoicing in thy whole creation, they may honor thee 
with their substance, and be faithful stewards of  thy bounty. 
Hear us, good Lord. 
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And we most humbly beseech thee, of  thy goodness, O Lord, to com-
fort and succor all those who in this transitory life, are in trouble, sor-
row, need, sickness, or any other adversity. 

Additional petitions and thanksgivings may be included here. 

Hear us, good Lord. 
And we also bless thy holy Name for all thy servants departed this life 
in thy faith and fear, beseeching thee to grant them continual growth in 
thy love and service; and to grant us grace so to follow the good exam-
ples of  St. Luke and all thy saints, that with them we may be partakers 
of  thy heavenly kingdom. 

Hear us, good Lord. 
Grant these our prayers, O Father, for Jesus Christ’s sake, our only Me-
diator and Advocate. Amen.  
The Peace  

All stand as able. The Celebrant says to the People  
The peace of  the Lord be always with you. 

People    And with thy spirit.  
Then the Ministers and People may greet one another in the name of  the Lord.

The People stand as able. The Celebrant faces them and sings or says 

  The Lord be with you. 
People  And with thy spirit. 

Celebrant Lift up your hearts. 
People  We lift them up unto the Lord. 

Celebrant Let us give thanks unto our Lord God. 
People  It is meet and right so to do. 

Then, facing the Holy Table, the Celebrant proceeds 

It is very meet, right, and our bounden duty, that we should at all times, 
and in all places, give thanks unto thee, O Lord, holy Father, almighty, 
everlasting God. 
Through Jesus Christ our Lord; who for our sins was lifted high upon  
the cross, that he might draw the whole world to himself; who by his 
suffering and death became the author of  eternal salvation for all who 
put their trust in him. 
Therefore with Angels and Archangels, and with all the company of  
heaven, we laud and magnify thy glorious Name; evermore praising 
thee, and saying, 
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Sanctus, S-113 

The People kneel or stand as able. 
Then the Celebrant continues  
All glory be to thee, Almighty God, our heavenly Father, for that thou, 
of  thy tender mercy, didst give thine only Son Jesus Christ to suffer 
death upon the cross for our redemption; who made there, by his one 
oblation of  himself  once offered, a full, perfect, and sufficient sacrifice, 
oblation, and satisfaction, for the sins of  the whole world; and did insti-
tute, and in his holy Gospel command us to continue, a perpetual 
memory of  that his precious death and sacrifice, until his coming again. 
For in the night in which he was betrayed, he took bread; and when he 
had given thanks, he brake it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, 
eat, this is my Body, which is given for you. Do this in remembrance of  
me.” 
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 Likewise, after supper, he took the cup; and when he had given thanks, 
he gave it to them, saying, “Drink ye all of  this; for this is my Blood of  
the New Testament, which is shed for you, and for many, for the remis-
sion of  sins. Do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in remembrance of  me.” 
Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, according to the institution of  
thy dearly beloved Son our Savior Jesus Christ, we, thy humble servants, 
do celebrate and make here before thy divine Majesty, with these thy 
holy gifts, which we now offer unto thee, the memorial thy Son hath 
commanded us to make; having in remembrance his blessed passion 
and precious death, his mighty resurrection and glorious ascension; ren-
dering unto thee most hearty thanks for the innumerable benefits pro-
cured unto us by the same. 
And we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to hear us; and, 
of  thy almighty goodness, vouchsafe to bless and sanctify, with thy 
Word and Holy Spirit, these thy gifts and creatures of  bread and wine; 
that we, receiving them according to thy Son our Savior Jesus Christ’s 
holy institution, in remembrance of  his death and passion, may be par-
takers of  his most blessed Body and Blood. 
And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness mercifully to accept this 
our sacrifice of  praise and thanksgiving; most humbly beseeching thee 
to grant that, by the merits and death of  thy Son Jesus Christ, and 
through faith in his blood, we, and all thy whole Church, may obtain 
remission of  our sins, and all other benefits of  his passion. 
And here we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls 
and bodies, to be a reasonable, holy, and living sacrifice unto thee; hum-
bly beseeching thee that we, and all others who shall be partakers of  
this Holy Communion, may worthily receive the most precious Body 
and Blood of  thy Son Jesus Christ, be filled with thy grace and heavenly 
benediction, and made one body with him, that he may dwell in us, and 
we in him. 
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 And although we are unworthy, through our manifold sins, to offer un-
to thee any sacrifice, yet we beseech thee to accept this our bounden 
duty and service, not weighing our merits, but pardoning our offences, 
through Jesus Christ our Lord; 
By whom, and with whom, in the unity of  the Holy Ghost, all honor 
and glory be unto thee, O Father Almighty, world without end.  
AMEN. 
And now, as our Savior Christ has taught us, we are bold to say, 

People and Celebrant 

Our Father, who art in heaven, 

  hallowed be thy Name, 

  thy kingdom come, 

  thy will be done, 

   on earth as it is in heaven. 

Give us this day our daily bread. 

And forgive us our trespasses,  

 as we forgive those 

 who trespass against us. 

And lead us not into temptation, 

 but deliver us from evil. 

For thine is the kingdom, 

 and the power, and the glory, 

 for ever and ever. Amen. 

The Breaking of  the Bread 

The Celebrant breaks the consecrated Bread. 

A period of  silence is kept. 

Then the Celebrant may sing or say 

Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us; 
Therefore let us keep the feast. 
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The Fraction Anthem: O Lamb of  God, S-158, Agnus Dei 
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 The Prayer of  Humble Access 
We do not presume to come to this thy Table, O merciful 
Lord, trusting in our own righteousness, but in thy manifold 
and great mercies. We are not worthy so much as to gather 
up the crumbs under thy Table. But thou art the same Lord 
whose property is always to have mercy. Grant us therefore, 
gracious Lord, so to eat the flesh of  thy dear Son Jesus 
Christ, and to drink his blood, that we may evermore dwell 
in him, and he in us. Amen. 

Facing the People, the Celebrant says the following Invitation 

The Gifts of  God for the People of  God. Take them in remembrance 
that Christ died for you, and feed on him in your hearts by faith, with 
thanksgiving. 

The Distribution of  Communion 
All baptized Christians are invited and encouraged to receive the Body and Blood 
of  Christ at the altar of  this parish church.
